CLASS A.
For drivers aged 17 and over who hold a full RTA Licence, - for all classes of car.

CLASS B.

For drivers aged 14 to 17,or over, who do not hold a full RTA Licence.  All vehicles competing in this class must be by definition “a Touting Car”.  Whilst competing, one passenger must be carried, in each car, who holds a full RTA Licence, is a full member of M&MKMC and is experienced in Autotesting.  NOTE:- It is also permitted for the passenger and driver to swap roles, in order to give further tuition, provided an additional entry, as appropriate, is completed.

All vehicles must comply with the MSA Technical Regulations, and be fitted with road pattern tyres only.  Any vehicle fitted with tyres which the organisers deem unsuitable will not be allowed to compete.      THIS MEANS NO KNOBBLIES !
7. As the event is intended as a practice day, there will be no results produced or issued, and there will be no awards.
